The font used in Discovery Education Social Studies Techbook is an easy to read
san serif font (body copy is Helvetica set at 14 px). We have a built-in “font switcher”
that allows students and teachers to adjust the font size at point of use. Additionally,
a browser’s zoom functionality may be used to adjust the size. Text line length
across the page has been set not to exceed 50-60 characters for best readability.

o Colors and background colors can be adjusted.

As a browser-based application, Discovery Education Social Studies Techbook
works with browser plug-ins that enable users to adjust color and background for
accessibility purposes.

* Background: High contrast color settings are available.

Instructional content in Discovery Education Social Studies Techbook is presented in
high contrast and meets level AA of the Web Content and Accessibility guidelines for
color contrast. Further, the background may be adjusted through browser plug-ins
that enhance accessibility.

This function is available at point
of use for both on-screen text as well as text within a PDF or interactive.

* All images have alt tags.

All images in Discovery Education Social Studies Techbook have alt tags.
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All videos are captioned.

All videos connected to Discovery Education Social Studies Techbook concepts are
captioned, representing a large portion of our video library.

Text, image tags, and captioning sent to refreshable Braille displays.

As long as the refreshable Braille device reads/works with HTML, students should be
able to read all text, image tags and captions in Discovery Education Social Studies
Techbook, however it has not been thoroughly tested.

Non-text navigation elements (buttons, icons, etc.) can be adjusted in size.

Non-text navigation in Discovery Education Social Studies Techbook can be
adjusted in size by the browser controls (command + or command -).

All navigation elements and menu items have keyboard shortcuts.

* Assistive technology software that can be run in the background. Examples include:

A formal magnification feature is not available in Discovery Education Social Studies
Techbook, however Discovery Education Social Studies Techbook is browser-based
application, therefore font size can be increased very easily, providing the
maghnification effect.
